CRITERIA

IMPORTANT: Graduate scholarship applicants must be completing the final year of
their undergraduate degree in 2025.

e.g. A student who is in Year 13 in 2024, and starting university in 2025 is not eligible for
this scholarship.

Applicants for the scholarships must:

1. 1.Have a good academic record;
2.Be a New Zealand citizen or hold permanent New Zealand residency;
3.Be attending/ enrolled at one of the eight participating universities;
4.If applying for a Graduate scholarship, must be completing the final
year of their undergraduate degree in 2025;
5.Demonstrate good citizenship;
6.Show leadership potential;
7 Have proven community commitment; and
8.Complete this application in its entirety by the due date.

The Scholarships will be awarded without regard to gender, ethnic background, creed

or age. Family association with Freemasonry is NOT a requirement for the award of this
scholarship. Freemasons have a tradition of caring for their community and will assist those
who contribute back to the community.
